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The 31st Fighter Wing, United States Air Forces in Europe, distinguished itself by exceptionally
meritorious service from 1 October 2000 to 1 October 2002. During this period, the 31st Fighter
Wing deployed over 3,500 personnel and 1,200 tons of cargo in support of 100 North Atlantic
Treaty Organization and Joint Chiefs of Staff Operations, including ENDURING FREEDOM,
NORTHERN WATCH, SOUTHERN WATCH, JOINT FORGE and JOINT GUARDIAN. The
31st Fighter Wing flew more than 454 combat sorties, destroying six Iraqi targets with no
collateral damage. Despite numerous contingency operations, exercises, and inspections, the
wing was the only unit in the command to perfectly execute its Cost-Per-Flying and Flying Hour
programs, and simultaneously managed the best Anti-Terrorism Force Protection program and
the largest, most aggressive infrastructure construction project in the Department of Defense.
The distinctive accomplishments of the members of the 31st Fighter Wing reflect great credit
upon themselves and the United States Air Force.
